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Overview

The design of this 9-week music exploratory designed to give an overview of important musical characteristics from history using a wide range of fun activities! Be prepared to sing, dance, listen, compose, act, create, and play instruments! This class will also introduce students to the vocal music elective and hopefully spark an interest in singing. It will be an overall review of elementary music experiences as well as learning to sing.   
Class Outcomes

· Student will name the line and space notes on the treble staff.
· Students will identify rhythmic notes and rests.
· Students will count and clap rhythms of increasing difficulty in varying time signatures.
· Students will identify instrument families and voice classifications.
· Students will demonstrate basic conducting patterns.
· Students will identify the musical form of a song.
· Students will demonstrate proper vocal technique.
· Students will sing unison and 2 pt rounds and partner songs.
· Students will sing music of varying historical and cultural backgrounds.
· Students will follow their part on a musical score.
· Students will demonstrate observance of musical markings such as dynamics and tempo. 
· Students will be able to sight-read simple stepwise melodic passages using Solfeggio.
Grading:

Participation and Attendance 50%

Students are given 5 points each day for attending and participating in class.

At the end of the quarter the class will participate in a class wide project. This project will be decided by the students. Options include a music video, creating your own instrument, a multi-genre project, etc.
